We are located at 4150-88th Street NE, right behind St. Mary's Church. Distribution days are Tuesdays 
from 3 to 6 p.m., and Fridays from 9 to 11 a.m. Seniors over 65 and disabled clients are asked to arrive 
during the first half-hour of distribution for priority service. Because Fridays are less busy than Tuesdays, 
we encourage Seniors and disabled clients to visit us on Fridays if possible.
