Our clients have 
been delighted to receive quality produce 
along with canned food, bread, meat and 
other items on each Food Bank visit. 

In October we will kick off another phase 
of Giving Gardens: a wall mural painted 
by local artist Art Dujardin will be a 
perpetual recognition to donors.
